	The Nurture is a whole school provision that plays a central role in supporting pupils with their wellbeing and social, emotional and mental health needs. The Nurture room brings a sense of regulation, calmness and a safety. The Nurture room is open throughout the day and often holds 1:1 and/or small group sessions. The room also offers drop-in sessions where support is needed for our young people.  The Nurture intervention sessions focus on key areas such as friendships, anxiety, regulation, social skills, resilience, emotions, transition and building positive relationships. The Nurture room is managed by our Nurture Lead Miss Astin. 
	Our SEND Intervention offers targeted support designed to meet the specific and individualised needs of our young people with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities. The SEND Interventions help our pupils to access learning and thrive socially and emotionally. These interventions can offer students opportunities to remove barriers to literacy and numeracy, develop social and communication skills, build confidence and manage their emotions effectively. Interventions may include 1:1 and/or small group sessions which focus on reading, comprehension, maths skills, social skills, understanding individual SEND needs, regulation, social stories, organisational skills and behaviour. SEND Interventions help young people overcome barriers, make progress and feel more included in school life. Our SEND Interventions are managed and led by Miss Sagar, Mrs Hall, Mrs Green, as well as supported by some of our Teaching Assistants. 


	SEMH Support (Social, Emotional and Mental Health) and ELSA (Emotional Literacy Support Assistant) are a type of intervention that specifically helps support our young people to develop the skills they need to understand and manage their emotions, build positive relationships, feel more confident in themselves and overall promote positive mental health. This targeted support offers a safe, supportive space in school, where our students can explore feelings, learn strategies for coping with challenges and improve their social and emotional wellbeing. Key focus areas in our ELSA intervention and SEMH support sessions include self-esteem, managing anxiety/anger, developing friendship skills, coping with loss or change, understanding emotions and improving communication. By supporting emotional literacy in our young people is helps them to feel more settled in school, ready to learn and able to build stronger connections with others and overall improve their social, emotional and mental health needs. Our school’s ELSA is Mrs Begum and SEMH Support is Miss Watkinson

	Rizwan is our school counsellor who offer therapeutic support for pupils. Pupils are referred in for support with their mental health, anxiety and vulnerabilities. Sessions will be based on the needs of the pupils. Family therapy sessions are also used to support some pupils and families. 
For pupils that may struggle to open up to a male counsellor we have an external school counsellor who we are able to source for blocks of sessions. 
	Learning Support is a department that provides tailored help for young people who have additional learning needs, ensuring they fully access the curriculum and make positive progress. The Learning Support Department is made up of a cluster of rooms situated next to each other. These rooms are tailored to the specific needs of our pupils. Within our department we have our central room which is where our ASD and ADHD leading staff are based. The support this department can offer comes in a variety of forms including Teaching Assistant support, small group or 1:1 sessions, focusing on Literacy, numeracy or study skills. Each specific area offers targeted interventions to build confidence and independence in our young people. The department works closely with Teachers to adapt learning and classroom strategies, provide resources and all whilst working closely with parents and external agencies. The Learning Support Department is managed by the school’s SENDCo and two Assistant SENDCO’s who oversee and support with co-ordinating the department.

	Behaviour support, from Miss Cullen looking after the whole child and not just academic progress including wellbeing, safety and personal development, and sign posting to more support in school. Central communication for the child in school. This base can be used for children re-integrating in to school life following attendance issues, behaviour.

	Miss Hart is our careers lead who offers support with pupils for their aspirations. Careers appointments can be booked for pupils in any year group to discuss aspirations and support. Miss Hart runs careers fairs and will run trips to different colleges to help pupils make choices post-16. All Year 11 pupils are tracked throughout the year, discussing what pathway they might decide post 16. Miss Hart will also lead interventions with pupils who have low aspirations and runs our whole school rewards programme. 

	The APG group provides and enhanced transition for students from Year 6 in to Year 7. Staff work closely with feeder primary schools to provide support. The group is run by our Assistant Headteacher Mr Tasker. Pupils who are identified as working significantly below from transition meetings are placed in this group. Parents are alerted to this before pupils join. They are based in the APG classroom for 50% of their timetable.  
	The Physical and Sensory needs of pupils are met in the PD room. This is lead by our HLTA Miss Harker Pupils are supported with their physical disabilities of pupils where they may receive 1-1 support and intervention from staff and external staff. 
HI pupils are supported by Miss String man who will ensure pupils have the hearing equipment they may need and will re-teach vocabulary to support pupils. 
Mrs Falhaven supports pupils who are visually impaired and provides support through braille where necessary. 
Lots of external agencies work to support this room also.
